Prior to completing this please make note that the government expects pupils who are:

e C(linically extremely vulnerable — to stay at home

e C(linically vulnerable — for parents to follow medical guidance
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e Living with someone that’s clinically extremely vulnerable — to stay at home, unless stringent
social distancing can be adhered to, and the pupil in question can understand and follow
those instructions

e Living with someone that’s clinically vulnerable (e.g. pregnant) — to come to school
