Year 9 End of KS3 Exams

| would like to draw to your attention that students in Year 9 will be sitting their End of Key Stage 3 exams the
week beginning 18" May and the week beginning 1%t June. | am sharing this information with you so that you able
to support students with preparing for the exams.

The exams will take place during lessons in all subjects and individual departments will inform students of the
final details of how and when the exams will take place during lessons and on Satchel One. The rationale for
undertaking End of Key Stage Three exams is as follows:

e Provide students with an opportunity of revisiting prior learning from KS3

e Provide students with the opportunity of sitting a formal test

e Provide students, parents and teachers a relevant grade that shows student progress in each subject

e Practice revision skills

e Provide opportunities for reflection post exams to consider what has gone well and identify areas of
improvement

e Prepare students for a GCSE style exam process

material for each subject. This is useful for students as well as parents and carers who wish to offer support. You
